A Note from the Community Lay 
Director 
I hope that Easter was a time of blessing, peace, refreshment and 
an opportunity to spend some time reflecting on God’s greatest 
gift….His son, and supreme sacrifice that was offered for us. 

There are a few things that I would like to highlight as this edition of 
the newsletter unfolds before you. 

The board is gearing up for South Australia’s first hosting of ‘National 
Secretariat’ coming in May. This is a gathering of representatives 

from all the communities in Australia for a weekend to discuss and share ideas, as well 
as information sharing from the National and International Body. This May we are very 
privileged to have the International Spiritual Director, Rev Victor Perez come to 
Australia to be part of the celebrations. We are seeking support of the community for 
things such as agape, serving in the dining room, transport and donations ($$’s). If you 
are able to assist us in any way we would be pleased to hear from you. 

Preparations are also well underway for upcoming walks to happen in May (gosh it is a 
busy time)! We need you, the members of the Emmaus community to think about who 
you will sponsor NOW. Sponsorship is such a vital and essential ingredient in the walks, 
and plays such an integral part in the future of Emmaus. Please spend some time in 
prayer and seek God in who He wants you to sponsor. If every member of the 
community sponsored one person this year, think about how many churches would be 
blessed, think about how filled the walks would be, and think about how encouraged 
we would be as a community. 

Over the next few weeks you will be receiving a phone call from a member of the 
Emmaus board, or someone calling on their behalf. We as a board have been 
concerned about many things, such as; 

• the reduced numbers at Gatherings,  
• the difficulty in calling people for teams,  
• the number of community members who we have lost contact with. 

You may recall a questionnaire that was sent out last year, asking the same kind of 
details. Unfortunately, this was poorly responded to. It is our intention through the 
phone calls to confirm/improve contact details, convey the importance of the 
community in the realm of Emmaus, and to ask questions about how Emmaus can be 
improved. Some of the personal contact information we hold is inaccurate, so if you 
don’t get a phone call in the next 2 months, then contact someone on the board. The 
address we have for you might be wrong and we may have been trying to locate you! 

It has and always will be the main aim of Emmaus to enrich leaders for work in their 
local churches. We believe that God still has a place for Emmaus and that the time for 
this instrument of God is not yet over. However, we are finding that we are too 
successful! There has been a huge call on pilgrims in Emmaus to other responsibilities. 
There is the local church, other communities, such as Kairos etc, not to mention the 
pressures of work and family. This has presented some challenges for us in calling teams 
as people have divested their energies elsewhere. What we are seeking is that people 
might consider how they can serve Emmaus also; for we need the support of the 
community to continue in this work. You play an important part in the future of Emmaus, 
and we would seek to encourage you to continue your links with us. 

As always, we look forward to feedback and hearing from the community.
